Now is the time to go and buy 
some bulbs to colour up your      
garden next spring. Some popular  
varieties are tulips, daffodils,      
crocuses and snowdrops 
(Galanthus). Tuck them into the 
ground before the ground freezes.  
Choose the biggest bulbs for larger 
flowers. Plant in well-drained soil, 
pointed end up, about 3 times 
deeper than their diameter.

Bad weather prevented us from 
doing our tour in August as 
planned.  The tour was extremely 
interesting and members would like

4 eggs 

1 2/3 cups granulated sugar 

1 cup canola oil 

15 oz can pumpkin 

2 cups flour 

2 tsp baking powder 

2 tsp cinnamon 

1 tsp salt 

1 tsp baking soda 

 

Icing: 

8 oz pkg cream cheese 

1/c margarine 

2 cups icing sugar 

 

Directions: 

Preheat oven at 350 

Combine eggs, sugar, oil and pumpkin 
in bowl and whip til fluffy. Stir to-
gether dry ingredients and add to 
pumpkin mixture.  
Spread batter into a greased 13 by 10 
inch baking pan. 

 

Bake for 30 mins. Cool then ice.
